Short Bio:

Andrius Bielskis is Full Professor of Political Philosophy at Mykolas Romeris University and the
Director of the Centre for Aristotelian Studies and Critical Theory. He is one of the leading political
philosophers and public intellectuals in Lithuania and an internationally recognized scholar in his
field. He is the author of four books (1) Existence, Meaning, Excellence: Aristotelian Reflection on
the Meaning of Life (London: Routledge, 2017), (2) On the Meaning of Philosophy and Art (in
English & Lithuanian, Vilnius: MRU, 2015), (3) The Unholy Sacrament. Ideology, Faith, and the
Politics of Emancipation (in Lithuanian; Vilnius: Demos, 2014), (4) Towards a Post-Modern
Understanding of the Political (London: Palgrave Macmillan, 2005) and the co-editor of four
collective volumes (1) Virtue Ethics and Contemporary Aristotelianism (with Eleni Leontsini &
Kelvin Knight, London: Bloomsbury, 2020), (2) Virtue and Economy (with Kelvin Knight,
London: Ashgate, 2015; Virtue and Economy was awarded the title of the best book of political
science in Lithuania in 2015), (3) Democracy without Labour Movement? (in Lithuanian; Vilnius:
Kitos knygos, 2009), and (4) Debating with the Lithuanian New Left: Terry Eagleton, Joel Bakan,
Alex Demirovic, Urlich Brand (with A. Pazéré, Vilnius: Demos, 2013), and of many scholarly
papers in English, Lithuanian and Greek. He was the principal investigator of the successfully
completed research project ‘Structures of Meaning’ funded by the Research Council of Lithuania
(2012-2015). He was also an International Onassis Fellow affiliated with the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens (November 2017-January 2018), conducting research on
Aristotle’s teleology and natural inequalities, especially focusing on Aristotle’s notorious
conception of natural slavery.
