Abstract:

Increasing access and widening participation in higher education is a high priority of
the education policy within the framework of its overall reconstruction and
transformation, as imposed by political, economic and social factors.

Within the last few decades there has been a considerable increase in the demand
for post-graduate studies deriving from the high specialization and qualification
demands of the labour market. This widening comes along with an internal
differentiation within higher education in terms of prestigious or not schools and a
variable value of their degrees.

This thesis is expected to highlight any social exclusion from and by the higher
educational system and to shed light on the inequalities reproduced by the direct or
indirect exclusion of the disadvantaged groups as well as their unequal representation in
prestigious schools. Its main focus is the connection between the social, cultural and
demographic profile of the post graduate population and their choice, selection and
expectations and other criteria when applying to a specific School, given the high added
value of a master’s degree. Furthermore, the thesis will study the inequitable
distribution of knowledge through higher education and the use of the various form of
capital by the middle class aiming to their social mobility and the reproduction of their
privileges.
